1. Abraham -> Isaac -> Esau (Edom) and
Jacob (Israel)

2. Esau sold his birth right for a bowl of stew
and lost the blessings of the first born

3. Jacob was God’s chosen to fulfil His
purpose
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The Story Of Two BROTHERS

Not only that , but Rebekah’s children had one and
the same father , our father Isaac. Yet, before the
twins were born or had done anything good or
bad - In order that God’s purpose in election
might stand : not by works but by Him who calls
(Rom 9:11-12) - she was told , “the older will serve
the younger” (Gen 25:23). Just as it is written .
“Jacob | loved, but Esau | hated.” Rom 9:10-13

Call to war against Edom (v.1-2)

1. Edom was proud, arrogant and

presumptuous (v.3-4)
2. Edom mistreated his brother Israel (v.11-14)

3. Edom will receive their just dessert (v.5-9)
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The Story Of Two OUTCOMES

JACOB CONSOLED (v.15-21)

1. The Day of the LORD is near (v.15)
2. Edom punished and destroyed (v.15, 18)

3. Jacob delivered and restored (v.18- 21)
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The Story Of Two DAYS

1. The day of trouble or disaster (Yom Tzarah)
v.13-14
2. The day of the LORD (Yom Hashem) v.15
